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REQUIRED COURSES  
 

EDUC 114A  Early Development and Education (4)     Platas 
Three hours of lecture and two hours of fieldwork per week. Theory and research on psychological 
development from birth through childhood with special attention to relations between developmental 
theory and educational practice. Directed field observation of developmental phenomena and 
educational practices. 
 
PSYCH 140 Developmental Psychology (3)      Gopnick 
Two hours of lecture and one hour of discussion per week.  This course explores the development of 
children from birth to adolescence, in a wide range of areas including biological, cognitive, linguistic, 
social, and personality development. It also covers the effects of genes, experience, and social context 
on children's development. 
 
 
ELECTIVE COURSE OFFERINGS  
 
EDUC 114D  Practicum in Early Development and Education, Children Birth to Age 5 (4) Whitebook 
This course is a required course for those students in the Child Development Teacher Permit track, 
but is an elective for those in the Generalist track. Course entry code required. 
This course will provide you with an understanding of theories and practices in early care and education. 
It will also provide an opportunity for you to apply your knowledge and reflect upon your experiences 
teaching in a high-quality environment for young children. Course topics will span infant, toddler and 
preschool early care and education programs and the age groups for whom such programs are 
designed. Special attention will be given to (1) curriculum approaches and theories in early care and 
education programs; (2) educational practices related to culturally, linguistically, and economically 
diverse student populations; and 3) observation and classroom organization and practices. These issues 
will be discussed in a weekly two-hour meeting on campus. This course includes a field experience 
working with young children in an infant, toddler or preschool quality program on the UC Berkeley 
campus or in the surrounding area.  
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GWS 134     Gender and the Politics of Childhood (4)      Thorne 
Three hours of lecture per week.  Explores gender and age as interrelated dimensions of social 
structure, meaning, identity, and embodiment. Emphasis on the gendered politics of childhood--for 
example, in the social regulation of reproduction; child-rearing, motherhood, fatherhood, care, and 
rights; the changing global political economy of childhoods and varied constructions of "the child"; child 
laborers, soldiers, street children; consumption by and for children; growing up in schools, 
neighborhoods, and families. 
 
PSYCH 131  Developmental Psychopathology (3)       Hinshaw 
Two hours of lecture and one hour of discussion per week.  This course will discuss linkages between 
developmental processes and child psychopathology. Included will be discussion of cognitive 
impairments in children, including learning disabilities and mental retardation; internalizing disorders, 
such as anxiety, withdrawal, and depression; externalizing disorders, such as attention-deficit 
hyperactivity disorder and conduct disorder; and child abuse and neglect. Psychobiological, familial, 
legal, and societal factors will be emphasized.   Prerequisites: 130 or consent of instructor. 
 
PSYCH 140* Developmental Psychology (3)      Gopnick 
Two hours of lecture and one hour of discussion per week.  This course explores the development of 
children from birth to adolescence, in a wide range of areas including biological, cognitive, linguistic, 
social, and personality development. It also covers the effects of genes, experience, and social context 
on children's development. 
 
PSYCH 148  Topical Seminars in Developmental Psychology (3)    Campos 
    Seminar in Emotion and Emotional Development  
Three hours of seminar per week.  This is a readings seminar dealing with important issues in emotion, 
and taught at a very high level. By a readings seminar is meant that every meeting will involve discussing 
articles read in common by participants. Typically, the articles will consist of a review article on a 
particular area of research on emotion (to bring everyone in the group to approximately the same level 
of knowledge), and some specific brief empirical articles on investigations into the area of research.  At 
the end of the semester, participants in the seminar should have a solid grounding on contemporary 
approaches to emotion, how emotions are measured, how emotional communication lays the basis for 
social interaction and generation of emotions such as pride, shame, and guilt, and on specific topics 
rarely covered in classes on emotion. For instance, we do intend to discuss emotions and music, 
emotions and love, emotions and marital interactions, and emotions and temperament. 
 
PUB POL 101 Introduction to Public Policy Analysis (4)      Raphael 
Three hours of lecture and one hour of discussion per week.  A systematic and critical approach to 
evaluating and designing public policies. Combines theory and application to particular cases and 
problems. Diverse policy topics, including environmental, health, education, communications, safety, 
and arts policy issues, among others. 
 
SOCIOL 111  Sociology of the Family (4)        Kelsey 
Three hours of lecture and one hour of discussion per week.  In this course, we trace the history of the 
American family from the 19th-century farm--in which work, medical care, and entertainment went on--to 
the smaller, more diverse, and subjectively defined family of the 21st century. We also explore ways in 
which the family acts as a "shock absorber" of many trends including immigration, the increasing social 
class divide, and especially the growing domination of the marketplace. Finally, we also explore the 
diversity of family forms associated with social class, ethnicity, and sexual orientation.  Prerequisites: 1, 
3 or 3AC or consent of instructor. 
 
SOCIOL 118  Selected Topics in Sociology of Family and the Life Cycle   Stockinger 
   (Sociology of Child Care) (4) 
Three hours of lecture per week.The focus of the course will vary depending on the instructor in charge. 
Possibilities include cultures of caregiving, the sociology of childhood, and the sociology of childcare. 
Prerequisites: 1, 3, 3AC or consent of instructor. Credit option: Course may be repeated for credit. 
 
* Psychology 140 or 141 can be counted as an elective if not taken as the required course.  
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Note:  In addition, students may take one of the following graduate level courses to meet the 
elective requirement.  Instructor permission is required. 
 
PSYCH 240B - Proseminar: Emotional, Social, and Psychopathological Development  (3)  Campos 
Three hours of lecture per week. Survey of current research and theory on the origins and maintenance 
of normal and pathological socioemotional development in infancy. Exploration of biological, 
psychological, familial, and cultural factors affecting social and emotional development through 
childhood and adolescence. Focus of the course includes how normal or pathological trajectories are 
maintained in some children, while others shift into or out of clinically diagnosable disorders. 
 
SOC WEL 210B  Infant Development. (2)        Ivins 
Two hours of lecture per week.  Topics and issues in infant development, including infant mental health, 
parent-child relationships, behavior assessment, predictors of disturbance, and intervention with high 
risk infants. Prerequisites: 200. 
 
SOC WEL 230  Social Policy: Children and Families (2)     Berrick 
Two hours of lecture per week.  Introduction to current problems, programs, and policies in child, youth, 
and family welfare.
